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                                   ACCOMMODATIONS & TECHNICAL RIDER

First of all, thank you for booking EVERYDAY PEOPLE, below is a list of our technical requirements. We designed this Rider for optimal performance at the day of the show and do not wish it to be difficult or cumbersome. If there are any questions or if you have trouble providing any of the below mentioned please get in touch with us at any time before the day of the show and we will work out a solution. Sound & Lighting: We prefer an overall natural sound with minimal processing and effects. Some reverb and compression on the vocals and horns will make for our optimal sound. Please make sure the drums have plenty of punch without too much click or reverb. Lightning can be discussed during the sound check and please do NOT use fog or stroboscope effects! We assume that there will be an adequate PA system provided for the concert room with sufﬁcient power to supply a clean and undistorted sound and a powerful and feedback proof monitor system. 
It is very important that the musicians/singers all have monitors with separate mixes. We do not require in-ear monitors, but for very large venues we would need 2 side ﬁlls and sub monitor for the drummer.
 Staff: 
We will need a qualiﬁed sound engineer, stage technician and light technician. We do have our own engineer, but costs and availability may dictate that we use whomever you provide. Therefore, we would depend heavily on you providing qualified staff, professional on-site equipment and an adequate sound check. We would prefer that a backline be provided whenever possible. However, if a backline cannot be provided we prefer NOT to share our own equipment with other groups. There are 11 band members, so we will need at least a 45 - 60 min. sound check. 


Arrival:
Please provide detailed directions in English two weeks before the day of the show with the complete address of the venue and a telephone and email contact. We would like secure and free parking spaces available for our vehicles close to the venue. Please provide the itinerary for arrival, sound check, and on-stage call times. The promoter or other authority individual should be at the venue at our arrival time.
Meals:
Food & Drinks: •Eight (8) hot and healthy meals (no fast food) or $ 20.00 per person meal allowance. •Snacks: granola bars, fruit, cheese & crackers, veggies, almonds. •Beverages: hot tea with honey, coffee, apple or orange juice, cold tea, soda, 10 bottles of cooled non-carbonated water for on stage and backstage. 
Back Stage: 
Clean dressing rooms with toilet, sink, mirrors and proper amount of seating for the band.
 Lodging: 
Four (4) non-smoking clean and quite hotel rooms with twin queen beds. A safe parking space near the accommodation should be available or ground transport provided to and from the venue. 
Merchandise: 
Please provide a table with 2 chairs in a lit area for merchandise sales; preferably in the same room as the show. 
Miscellaneous: 
A guest list for up to 7 of our guests would be appreciated when applicable.
